Physical Address:  275 Bridgeton Pike (Rt 77) Mullica Hill, NJ 
 
From South:  Delaware, Maryland and Virginia – Take bridge to NJ exit Rt. 40 East.  You will pass Cowtown, Woodstown, and 
will continue East until you come to a circle.  Take Rt. 77 North.  Show grounds are approximately 5 miles from circle on the 
right. 
 
From North:  New York, Pennsylvania and New England states – Take NJ Turnpike to Exit 2.  Follow Rt. 322 East to Mullica Hill.  
Turn right onto Rt. 45 and follow until 45 runs into Rt. 77 South.  Show grounds will be on your left approximately 1 mile after 
turning onto Rt. 77.  The road leading back to the Fairgrounds is next to a small brown ranch style house.  If you need more 
information, call the 4-H Office at 856-307-6450, between 8:30 a.m. and 4:00 p.m.
